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FPIs turn selective buyers of blue-chip stocks

BUYING BY FOREIGN portfolio
investors (FPIs)in Junesofarhas
surpassed the flows received
during the stock market’s all-
time highsinJanuary.FPIshave,
till June 5,bought $2.59 billion
worth of equities owing to the
rush of liquidity globallyand rel-
ativelycheapervaluationsinthe
Indian market. However, some
market experts believe that this
may not bea sustainable trend.

In January this year, when
the benchmark indices — Sen-
sex and Nifty — touched a peak
of nearly 42,000 and 12,300
respectively, FPIs had pumped
in $1.37 billion in the Indian
equity markets. Thereafter, the
markets started came under
pressure as the virus started
spreading. In March, when the
stock marKkets hit a trough, as
the Covid-19 crisiswas officially
declared a pandemic by the
World Health Organisation, FPIs
pulled out $8.39 billion from
the Indian equities, data from
NSDLshowed in March.Therea-
son being the economic uncer-
tainty and difficulties attached
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stood at $419 million. Accord-
ing to Sorbh Gupta, associate
fund manager, Quantum
Mutual Fund, the inflows that
the market is witnessing is
largely due to the rush of liquid-
itybecause of measurestakenby
centralbankssuchasthe US Fed
and the European Central Bank
(ECB).

Last week, the markets had
risen 6% by participating ina
strong global rally, which was
fuelled by hopes of a post-lock-
down economic recovery as
countriesaround theworld have
started unlocking. The under-
performance of the Indian stock
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China’s Shanghai Compositeare
trading 4% to 5% lower year to
date. “Indian equities had
becomereallycheapin Mayand
so, the global fund managers
could have thought of investing
in them,”said Gupta.

Ever since the markets wit-
nessed a recovery in March, a
slew of marquee listed compa-
nies have tapped capital markets
toraise funds through stake sales
or large blocks have hit sec-
ondarymarkets.In May,GSKhad
decided to sell its stake in HUL
through a block deal which took
place on May 6 and saw partici-
pation from foreign investors.

The first week of June, too, saw
stake sales in marquee listed
companies such as Kotak
Mahindra Bankand HDFC Stan-
dard Life. The average daily out-
flowin Maystoodat $31 million
and in April the outflowwas at

UR Bhat, director, Dalton
Capital Advisors (India), said
that given the current ground
realities, it is naive to assume
that the recent strong FPI buy-
ing will continue for long with-
out some correction setting in.
“Most of the inflows in the
equity market over the last few
dayswere skewed towards mar-
quee listed companies that
raised funds through QIPs, as
also some block deals in such
names.It may not, therefore,be
right to interpret the recent
inflowsasanall-round resump-
tion of buying by FPIs. The
recentinflowsare much milder
than the ferocity of selling we
sawin March,’ said Bhat.

Even as FPI buying has
resumed, the domestic institu-
tional investors have remained
sellerssofarin June,pulling out
31,600 crore from the stock

president - head of fundamen-
tal research, Kotak Securities, is
because of the peak valuations
inthe equity markets.“Since the
markets have moved up more
than 35% from the recent low
andvaluationsare close to peak
on one-year forward PE basis
many domestic investors could
be taking profits.”

After the buying in the first
week of June, India has now
